Here are the ITUC proposed amendments to the UN Zero Draft for Rio+20.

earth and its resources are being exploited. 

Actions  

The United Nations’ Conference on Sustainable Development - Rio+20 will focus on the green economy 

and the institutional framework for sustainability. It has broadened its agenda to cover other topics, such 

as social inclusion, energy, employment, etc. In order to make an impact, we will focus on three key 

dimensions: 

 

1. Influence the Summit's decisions 

2. Develop our commitments towards sustainability: The Trade Union Assembly 

3. Joint efforts: our campaigns with other allies
