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Foreword

Indonesia has become the world’s third largest democracy after only one decade of
Reformasi. The country is receiving continuous support in its efforts to consolidate its
democratic institutions. One focus area is the reform and professionalization of the
security sector. This reform is understood predominantly in terms of embedding the
security sector firmly and sustainably in the democratic institutions of the Republic.
Beyond this pivotal issue, just as important is a democratic dialogue about security
and defense policy. Indonesians need to talk about security and develop a common
understanding of the security threats, challenges, and risks ahead in order to develop
democratically legitimized strategies and policies to cope with them. One crucial
precondition is that all those involved in this dialogue have the same language at their
disposal when talking security. For a long time, dialogue on security issues has been
limited to the security sector and a small circle of experts, excluding large parts of

the political elite, the media, and civil society. This is partly due to the complexity and
sensitivity of the issues under discussion, but it is also due to the complex technical and
supposedly exclusive language of security-related terminology. This dictionary seeks to
translate the exclusive security sector language, thus opening up the dialogue to those
so far excluded.

Security has two dimensions: internal and external. They are interlinked, especially

in today’s globalized environment. Therefore, security dialogues have also tended to
become more globalized. As described by Dr. Ingo Wandelt in his foreword to the
dictionary, this dialogue is conducted predominantly in the lingua franca of security
terminology, English. With this dictionary we want to facilitate the involvement of
Indonesian experts, policy-makers, and the interested public in international debates on
national, regional, and global security. This is necessary in order to communicate best
practices, negotiate and coordinate multinational security initiatives, and cooperate on
the political stage as well as on the ground.

The security sector loves acronyms and abbreviations, and Indonesians love them too.
This is strongly reflected in Indonesian security terminology. There is a huge proliferation
of acronyms and abbreviations, which facilitates efficient communication among
experts, but complicates communication with the general public and the international
community. These two volumes of the dictionary on comprehensive security in Indonesia
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Foreword

as compiled by Dr. Ingo Wandelt, present the most frequently used Indonesian
terminologies, acronyms and abbreviations from the security sector.

We would like to thank Dr. Ingo Wandelt for his tremendous efforts in compiling this

comprehensive dictionary from a huge variety of publicly available sources over a long
period of time. We would also like to thank all those who actively participated in the

production of this dictionary and contributed to this joint effort.

Some notes on the use of the dictionary

The Dictionary on Comprehensive Security in Indonesia presents modern-day Indonesian
security and military terminologies as they appear in texts and written material in

their respective referential contexts. Both volumes thereby follow the conventional

lines of the alphabetical order of dictionaries. The particular reality of Indonesian
security terminology, however, where technical terms and expressions often appear

as abbreviations and acronyms, necessitates a specific volume to allow the user an
appropriate access. This is provided in volume Il that is dedicated to those terminological
entries that have at least one syllable of acronymic or abbreviation equivalents. This
applies to roughly one fourth of base words of modern Indonesian security terms.

The first volume contains about 20.500 entries ordered alphabetically from their
extended forms of, followed by their acronymic and abbreviations forms, and their
respective German and English equivalents. It thereby offers the user an access to
modern German and English security-related terminologies. A lot of work went into
aligning German and English equivalents, languages which possess quite distinctive
security and military terminologies in their own right. In most cases the German-
language equivalents will be more complex and specific than the English-language
terms that tend to be more compressed.

A future work should be devoted to access the Indonesian terminologies from either
the English or German language. For the time being, the internet-based version
(.pdf) of the dictionary allows at least the search for entries in these languages by the
search word function. Readers and users of this dictionary are aware of the fact, that
it is not possible to simply reverse dictionary entries from one language to another.
Language reality, the more so when three languages are set in conjunction, is much
more complex. However, the user with an already good command of the Indonesian
language will be able with a little bit of effort to find the Indonesian equivalent for
an English or German-language entry he is searching for. Both editions, the printed
and the electronic version, together offer a comprehensive and practical approach

to the Indonesian terminologies of comprehensive security. Work on the manuscripts
will continue, and | am grateful for any comment and advice that will contribute to
enhance the quality of a future edition.

Dalam waktu hanya satu dekade sejak dimulainya era Reformasi, Indonesia telah
menjadi negara demokratik terbesar ketiga di dunia. Dalam upaya untuk memperkuat
pilar-pilar demokrasinya, negara ini menerima dukungan yang terus-menerus dari
berbagai pihak. Salah satu fokusnya adalah reformasi dan profesionalisasi sektor
keamanan di Indonesia. Reformasi ini terutama dipahami dalam hal melekatkan sektor
keamanan secara tegas dan berkelanjutan ke dalam institusi-institusi yang menopang
demokrasi di negara ini. Tetapi selain isu ini, hal yang juga tak kalah penting adalah
adanya dialog yang demokratis tentang kebijakan pertahanan dan keamanan.
Masyarakat Indonesia perlu membahas masalah keamanan dan mengembangkan
pemahaman bersama mengenai ancaman, tantangan, dan risiko-risiko terhadap
keamanan. Tujuannya untuk mengembangkan strategi dan kebijakan yang memiliki
legitimasi demokratik untuk mengatasi ancaman, tantangan, dan risiko-risiko ini. Salah
satu prasyarat yang utama adalah adanya bahasa yang sama untuk semua pihak yang
terlibat dalam proses dialog saat berbicara tentang topik keamanan. Sudah sejak lama,
dialog yang membahas isu-isu keamanan semacam itu hanya terbatas pada sektor
keamanan dan segelintir kelompok ahli, sementara tidak mengikutsertakan sebagian
besar dari para elit politik, media massa, dan masyarakat sipil. Sebagian terjadi karena
kompleksitas dan sensitivitas isu-isu yang dibahas, dan juga karena istilah-istilah teknis
yang menyangkut keamanan sangat kompleks dan mungkin juga karena sifatnya yang
eksklusif. Kamus ini bertujuan untuk menerjemahkan bahasa dalam sektor keamanan
yang dinilai eksklusif, sehingga dapat membuka kemungkinan dialog kepada mereka
yang selama ini belum berpartisipasi dalam diskusi.

Bidang keamanan mempunyai dua dimensi: keamanan internal dan eksternal. Keduanya
saling berkaitan, terutama di era globaliasasi seperti saat ini. Oleh karena itu, dialog-
dialog tentang keamanan juga memiliki kecenderungan untuk lebih meng-global.
Seperti telah dijabarkan oleh Dr. Ingo Wandelt dalam kata pengantarnya untuk kamus
ini, dialog ini umumnya berlangsung dalam bahasa universal dalam terminologi di
bidang keamanan, yaitu Bahasa Inggris. Melalui kamus ini, kami ingin memfasilitasi para
ahli, pembuat kebijakan, dan masyarakat Indonesia lainnya yang tertarik untuk terlibat
dalam diskusi internasional tentang masalah-masalah keamanan nasional, regional, dan
global. Hal ini diperlukan untuk dapat mengkomunikasikan contoh praktek terbaik,
menegosiasikan dan mengkoordinasikan inisiatif keamanan multinasional, serta
kerjasama di tataran kebijakan politis maupun penerapannya di lapangan.

Catatan tentang penggunaan kamus ini

Kamus Keamanan Komprehensif di Indonesia ini menyajikan terminologi-terminologi
modern dari sektor militer dan keamanan Indonesia yang kerap muncul di dalam teks
dan materi tertulis yang merujuk kepada konteksnya. Kedua volume dari kamus ini
mengikuti garis konvensional dengan urutan alfabetik. Namun realitas tertentu dalam
terminologi keamanan di Indonesia membutuhkan volume tersendiri agar pembaca dapat
menggunakannya dengan tepat, karena istilah dan ungkapan teknis seringkali muncul
sebagai singkatan dan akronim. Hal ini tertuang di dalam volume Il yang didedikasikan
untuk entri terminologis yang setidaknya memiliki satu suku kata atau singkatan akronim
yang setara, kira-kira satu perempat dari kata dasar istilah modern keamanan Indonesia.

Volume pertama berisi sekitar 20.500 entri yang disusun secara alfabetik dari bentuk umum
mereka, diikuti oleh bentuk akronim dan singkatan, dan padanannya dalam Bahasa Jerman
dan Inggris. Karenanya, kamus ini menawarkan para pengguna akses ke terminologi-
terminologi modern dari bahasa Jerman dan Inggris yang terkait dengan sektor keamanan.
Banyak usaha tercurah untuk menyeleraskannya ke dalam Bahasa Jerman dan Inggris,
dimana kedua bahasa tersebut memiliki terminologi-terminologi keamanan dan militer yang
cukup berbeda dalam kekhasan mereka. Dalam banyak kasus padanan bahasa Jerman akan
lebih rumit dan spesifik ketimbang istilah-istilah bahasa Inggris yang lebih dipadatkan.

Dibutuhkan upaya di masa mendatang untuk mendedikasikan akses penerjemahan
terminologi-terminologi bahasa Indonesia dari bahasa Jerman maupun Inggris. Untuk
saat ini, versi internet (.pdf) dari kamus ini setidaknya membantu pencarian untuk entri
di dalam ketiga bahasa ini melalui pencarian fungsi kata. Para pembaca dan pengguna
kamus ini menyadari ketidakmungkinan untuk membolak-balikkan entri kamus dari
satu bahasa ke bahasa yang lain. Realitas bahasa akan semakin rumit jika ketiga bahasa
ini dihubungkan ke dalam satu perangkat kalimat. Meski begitu, pengguna yang

sudah memiliki pemahaman bahasa Indonesia yang baik tidak akan kesulitan untuk
menemukan padanan bahasa Indonesia untuk entri bahasa Inggris atau Jerman yang dia
cari. Kedua edisi ini, versi cetak dan elektronik, secara bersamaan menawarkan sebuah
pendekatan terminologi keamanan Indonesia yang komprehensif dan praktis. Upaya
untuk melanjutkan manuskrip ini akan terus berlanjut, dan saya sangat berterima kasih
atas tanggapan dan saran yang akan berkontribusi dalam peningkatan kualitas dari edisi
ini di masa mendatang.

Sebagai salah satu negara yang
paling plural di dunia, dengan perbedaan sumber daya dan pengaruh politik yang besar
antara bagian-bagian masyarakatnya, Indonesia juga merupakan sebuah arena bagi
serangkaian konflik-konflik (ekonomi, sosial, agama, kewilayahan) laten yang mungkin
muncul. Sementara banyak kemajuan yang telah dicapai dalam bidang resolusi konflik
sejak bergulirnya Reformasi 1998 — contohnya di Provinsi Nanggroe Aceh Darussalam
—FES terus bekerja keras untuk mendukung para mitra dan berkontribusi terhadap
pencegahan konflik di setiap wilayah aktivitasnya.

Salah satu perhatian utama dalam kerangka ini adalah sektor keamanan di Indonesia.
Sektor keamanan merupakan salah satu pilar dari negara-bangsa Indonesia. Namun,
sejak awal Reformasi, cita-cita demokratis dari masyarakat dan negara Indonesia juga
membutuhkan banyak perubahan di sektor keamanan. FES bekerja demi mendukung
mitra-mitra untuk berkontribusi terhadap dialog dan proses perumusan kebijakan.
