Facing the aging society together with the inequality problem
in Thailand has a profound impact on the country’s economy. It
is obvious that the aging society poses an important problem of
shrinking labor force, especially the population at the age of 20-59
years old, which is the most important workforce of the country.

However, aging society affects different groups of people differently.
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If we divide Thai households into five groups according to their
income, we can see that a big group of the population at the age
of 20-59 years old living in the households with the lowest income
levels suffer the most from aging society.

Figure ES1 shows population structure of households in
each quintile of income. The proportions of population at the age
of 20-59 years old are shrinking for households in quintile 1 and
quintile 2. Unsurprisingly, the labor force of households in these
quintiles can work less and the income generated per person is the
lowest comparing to labor force of richer households. The shrinking
proportion of the working-aged population happens at the same time
as the family size is shrinking, which implies each of these people
must bear increasing burdens in taking care of the other members
in the same household.

Most importantly, most of the early childhood population
(age 0-6 years) and elderly population (age 60 years and over) are
also living in the households in quintile 1 and quintile 2. While the
provision of public services in Thailand are still inequitable, either in
the aspects of accessibility and quality, the dynamic of the quantity
and the quality of the overall working force is not looking good.
Moreover, many of the public services are basing on the idea that
the highest burdens should be bearing by the other members of the
family. These public services cannot help alleviating the problem

effectively.

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This study proposes that Thailand should invest more
in the social protection system. From literature review, social
protection investment not only reduce the burden born by the
working population in the lowest quintiles, but also help improve the
quantity and productivity of these working force. There are various
channels that functions, for example, the better active labor market
programs support better job matching, the provision of high-qualitied
early-childhood and elderly cares will allow more people to work,
the stable flow of income help human capital and physical capital
accumulations, etc. In this way, the country will be moving toward
the goal of inclusive growth where people share benefits from the

economic growth.
